Course outline. Approx 12 hours:
Day 1 3hrs Orientation and online creation:

Students talk about and are introduced to various aspects of the world wide
web. They talk about their wants and needs and websites they like. They
choose a name for their website and are introduced to the mySCOT editor.
Their website is now online and students can start working with their sites
at home that day.

Day 2 3hrs Technical skill development:

Students now have their personal mySCOT editor online and their own
personal web address (URL). We explore the technical aspects of working
with HTML (Hypertext mark-up language) and how it affects the
WYSIWYG (What you see is what you get) mySCOT editor. Students de-
velop skills using tables and formatting. Students are taught to upload
images and how to manipulate them online.

Day 3 3hrs Advanced graphic manipulation and navigation:

Students now have an idea of where they want to go. Graphic manipulation

techniques are introduced. Simple navigation techniques are developed. Advantages;
